1. At a recent major championship at the Start the organizers ran out of maps for M65, leaving two competitors still to start.  It took an hour for the organizers to provide new maps, and for the competitors to get through their warm up again.  Both had bad runs and one competitor protested, saying that his concentration had been affected and he did not have a fair race.  What position would you take if you were leading the jury.  (This was an actual case) 4 points  Note: You will be marked on the way you reached a decision, and we will assume that the other jury members follow your lead.  You will not be marked down if your decision is different from the actual one. 

2. At a Canadian Championship a control was misplaced on Course 3. There was a complaint and you are on the Event Committee.  What would you recommend as a decision. 2 points 

3. At an event you are controlling, a report has been received that one of the controls was not working.  What would you do?  2 points 

4. On the first site visit, before checking course and controls, name 4 things that you must be approve.  4 points  

5. You are doing the first on-site visit with the course planner and are checking the start.  Give 4 items that you must check.  4 points 

6. Due to a larger attendance than expected, the course planner has just realized on the morning of the event that s/he should add an additional finish punch.  What should the controller consider when this has been done. 2 points 
7. What safety item or record keeping task should be used in the start line? 2 points 

8. Who selects the jury at the COC and NAOC. 1 point 

9. At the start, on an event day, you as controller, should check what information is being passed on to all competitors by the start official(s) at the start line.  Give 3 items. 3 points

10. Map Critique A.  On the map below, there is a course with several mistakes and examples of poor planning.  Please identify 8.  8 points  

11. Map critique B. To finish, please provide the suggestions you would make to the course planner to improve the course.  As the example below is at a smaller scale to get on the page, the instructor can provide you with the map file or a printed copy, which is more legible. 8 points
